CONFERENCE INFORMATION FOR PARTICIPANTS
Location 
The Conference will be held at the Omni Royal Orleans Hotel located at 621 St. Louis Street in New Orleans, Louisiana.  The hotel was built in 1960 and is located on the most fashionable corner, St. Louis at Royal.  To this day, the Omni Royal Orleans Hotel is known as “the place to see and be seen.”   
Date
The Conference will convene with registration on the afternoon of Sunday, February 21, 2010 and conclude on the afternoon of Wednesday, February 24, 2010.  A Conference schedule is attached with more detailed information.
Conference and Hotel Registration Procedures
Conference Registration

There is no registration fee for chief administrators who have already paid their LASSCA Association membership dues.  The Conference registration fee for board members and District representatives is $500.00.  The fee for spouses and guests is $250.00.  We are unable to alter these fees, based on length of stay.  The fees include an opening reception, continental breakfast each morning, and dinner at Antoine’s Restaurant on Tuesday.  Chief administrators are responsible for registration and payment for their board members.  Please complete and submit a separate registration form for each participant attending the conference from your school, including LASSCA members who have paid their dues.  Also complete the registration summary sheet, listing all participants, spouses and guests attending from your school.  Send the registration form, summary sheet and necessary payment to the attention of Michele Beauboeuf at the Christian Brothers Conference no later than Tuesday, January 19, 2010.  Please make checks payable to the CHRISTIAN BROTHERS CONFERENCE and indicate LASSCA Conference in memo section of the check.  (No credit card payments)  Please Note: Refunds will not be made after Monday, February 8, 2010.    

Spouses and Guests
Spouses and guests are welcome!   If your spouse or a guest will attend, please complete the designated section for spouses and guests on the registration form.  In addition to the meals listed above, the registration fee also includes a 2 ½ hour cooking demonstration class at the New Orleans School of Cooking.  All classes include generous samplings of the demonstrated menu items, as well as recipes and beverages.  The New Orleans School of Cooking is a short walk from the hotel.  Since our hotel is located on the “most fashionable corner”, we have reserved plenty of time for you to explore the French Quarter on your own.

Hotel Reservations
The Christian Brothers Conference is holding a block of rooms for the nights of Friday, February 19 through Wednesday, February 24 at the Omni Royal Orleans Hotel.   Room reservations must be arranged directly with the hotel by calling the reservation toll free number 1-800-THE-OMNI or by calling the hotel directly at 1-504-529-5333 and referring to the group name Christian Brothers Conference.  All reservations must be guaranteed with a major credit card.  The Christian Brothers Conference has negotiated a double and single occupancy room rate of $119.00/night.  Should there be more guests occupying the room, there will be a charge of $30 per additional guests.  The cut-off date for making reservations under the Christian Brothers Conference block of rooms is Friday, January 29, 2010, or while rooms are available, whichever comes first.  While the hotel has stated that they will honor the group rate until January 29, 2010, experience has taught us that you would do well to reserve your hotel room as soon as possible in order to guarantee availability.  The Omni Royal will accept reservations on a space and rate availability basis.  Please pay close attention to all information given to you by the hotel regarding your room reservation, including cancellation policies.

Check-in time is after 4:00 p.m. and check-out is before 12:00 p.m.

Ground Transportation from New Orleans Louis Armstrong International Airport (MSY) to The Omni Royal Orleans Hotel - http://www.flymsy.com/ground_transportation.htm 
Airport Shuttle:  Shuttle service is available from the airport to the hotel for $20 (per person, one-way) or $30.00 (per person, round-trip).  No more than three bags per person are allowed.  Advance reservations are required 48 hours prior to travel by calling toll free 1-866-596-2699 or locally at 1-504-522-3500, or by visiting our website http://www.airportshuttleneworleans.com/.  Please call well enough in advance for the specially-equipped shuttle to be reserved.  Ticket booths are located on the lower level in the baggage claim area.

Taxicab: A cab ride costs approximately $33.00 from the airport to the hotel for one or two persons and $14.00 (per passenger) for three or more passengers.  Pick-up is on the lower level, outside the baggage claim area.  There may be an additional charge for extra baggage.  A $1 fuel surcharge will be added to total fare.
Automobile Rental:  There are seven rental agencies with offices on the lower level of the airport.  Check with each company for rates.  
Driving Directions:  Continue on I-10 East through the New Orleans Business District.  Remain in the lane designated as I-10 East/Slidell.  Continue on I-10 to Orleans Ave/Vieux Carre exit which turns into Basin Street.  Continue on Basin Street to Conti Street and turn left.  Take Conti Street six blocks to Chartres Street.  Turn left on Chartres and go one block to Saint Louis Street.  Hotel is located on the corner of Chartres and St. Louis Streets.

Attire 

The average temperature for February 21 through February 24 in New Orleans, LA is 68° for the high and 50° for the lows; you may need a jacket for the outside/evening activities.  The dress for all day time conference functions and sessions is business casual.
