My week with the other young Lasallians from around the Region was one that truly affected my life. I saw a group of young adults come together through their faith and vocations. Everyone has a story and learning about everyone’s stories was a blessing that will be in my heart for a long time to come. I learned about the story of St. John Baptist De La Salle and the story of the Brothers. I found that especially important because we were all able to find parts of it to relate to. Learning about the current Lasallian world allowed all of us to feel a part of something much bigger. There were so many times when I realized how small our ministries are when we look at the larger Lasallian world and that feeling was surprisingly uplifting because I realized that there are others that are striving for the same goal and that is comforting. We learned about and lived out community. There people from all over the Region and yet we were all able to come together and share in this unique community. We shared in the awkwardness of meeting new people and that opened us up to each other then we shared our laughter and that loosened up our personalities around each other and lastly we shared our stories with each other and that opened our hearts to one another. All of these things contributed to the great community we shared. It was ironic that we were in Memphis, TN for this gathering because that city was such an important place in the civil rights movement and the bringing together of different people and during our time together different people from different places were brought together. I cannot imagine a better week with young Lasallians.
